Terry Weir presented the Paul Harris Fellowship Certificate and Medallion to Tami Rees.
Program Chair Gordon Clark presented Assistant Director of Public Works, Roger Watwood. He works with the utilities and deals with state and federal regulations and reports. Also is responsible for training natural gas operators. He works with GSI mapping of utilities and has had a college intern helping with this project 
Intern helping with this project. This includes gas, water and sewer lines. Another project is getting Broadband internet in Marshall. 

In administration, he works with controls for utilities, federal regulations, accounting of inventory and assets, computer network, planning and zoning, annexation agreements, subdivision regulations. Site planning is a 20 to 30 day process for any building. Wal-Mart was a big job. The Zoning Board meets and makes recommendations to the City Council. This can be cumbersome for small project such as replacing a sign or putting up a fence.
GIS mapping is an important project. Utilities and poles are located and mapped; they are marked with letters or numbers. Gas and water utilities also marked; sewer system still being mapped; they will inspect each manhole. He also is working with the downtown business district which includes: zoning classification for specific areas, preserving the historical factor, addressing the parking issue, keeping down town retail on street level. 
The meeting was closed by repeating the Four-Way Test.

Goodwill Industries and Rotary International working together: This cooperative relationship builds on Rotary’s strength as an association of professionals committed to service and on Goodwill’s expertise in education. Being that October is Vocational Service Month, it‘s a good time to team up with Goodwill.
